5. For outrigger operation, outriggers shall be
properly extended with tires raised off the ground
before operating the boom or lifting loads.

T Comparative Rating

A rating designation based upon the premise that
large capacity European cranes are typically
purchased and used as long boom, high reach,
long radius lift cranes — not as heavy lift cranes.

To provide a GMK 6350 crane with the necessary
equipment to achieve maximum lift capacity will
drastically reduce long boom performance.
Therefore, augmenting lifting equipment is
required for buyers who require such capacities.
